CCC Chinese School Council Meeting Minutes

Issues and Decisions:
1) Weiqing Chen and Peisheng Zhao briefed the council of the CS administration transition.  Comprehensive new plan is being developed and the recruitment of new teachers to fill vacancies is in process. First school adm meeting is planned for 8/4 and summer staff development training/picnic is planned for 8/26. 
2) Ming Xu made motion to elect Weiqing Chen to be the CS Council Chair for the 2006-2007 school year. Peisheng seconded the motion. All nine council members present voted yes on this motion. Congratulations, Weiqing.
3) Council discussed Peisheng’s proposal on compensation to teachers for participation in CS organized staff development. Peisheng made motion to compensate teachers for time spent on staff development activities organized by the school by the current hourly pay rate for teachers. Guoping Fei seconded the motion. All nine council members voted yes on the motion. 

4) Council discussed Sharon Shieh’s proposal to move the traditional classes to the CCC Community Center to operate between 10:00-12:30pm on Sunday. Ming stated that relocation of CS classes to the CCC Community center on an alternate schedule should be allowed when space at the Shaker JHS becomes a problem  and when regular CS hours create time conflict for students whose commitment to other social activities prevent them from coming to school on Sunday afternoon. Such relocation will not be limited to traditional Chinese classes only. Shao Lin is in the process to determine how many students will have time conflict in the coming school year and need alternate CS school hours.

Ming made a motion to designate the discretion to the principal and his adm team to decide when such relocation of class(s) to the CCC Community Center is deemed necessary. Peisheng seconded the motion. All nine council members present voted yes on the motion.
5) Ming restated the council decision that was voted on 6/29 to allow the school administration to spending $3,400 from the CS fund on a computer server for school management and administration at  11 Avis Drive. The decision was e-voted on 6/29/2006 by all eight council members who participated in the e-voted. The council has no objection to using the school reserve fund for the purchase.

6) Peisheng presented the draft school budget for the 2006-2007 school year. Council had a brief discussion and decided to send the budget proposal to all council members for review and questions. Weiqing, the new council chair, will determine whether to conduct an e-vote or defer the discussion and voting on the budget proposal on the first council meeting in the fall semester. 
7) The schedules of the 2005-2006 financial report by Shuxian Yu was not presented and will be deferred to the next council meeting.
