New Special Classes Offered in the Chinese School

The Chinese School will open a special class on Saturday evening in the CCC building to enroll children who can’t attend the Sunday Chinese School due to different activities. Chinese Martial Art ( 中国武术班 ) and Chinese Taiji, ( 中国太极班 ): We are very fortunate to have Master Jianye Jiang to teach a Martial Arts class (3-4 pm) and Tai-Chi (2-3 pm) at the Sunday Chinese School. With many years of teaching experience, Master Jianye Jiang is a known Martial Arts master.  His joining will bring a new piece of Chinese culture to the CCC.  

Painting Classes ( 绘画班 ): Good news! Professor Lefu Gu is willing to teach Basic Drawing Technique ( 基本绘画技巧 ) to Chinese School student from 3 to 4 p.m.  In addition, he will open a Chinese Painting or Calligraphy (pending enrollment) (中国国画或书法 ) for adults from 1:30 to 3 p.m..  Professor Gu was a professor of painting and poetry from Nanjing Normal University.  His art work won him a lot of awards in international competitions and his paintings have been exhibited in many countries.  His Chinese painting “Plum in Snow” was presented as a gift to the Italian government by the visiting delegation of the Chinese government.  Prof. Gu will also teach evening Chinese Painting class at the CCC building.       

Math Enrichment ( 趣味数学班 ): Mathematics has structure and beauty just like the visual and musical arts. It is influenced by and affects our culture and history. Ms. Aiping Chen will teach two classes: one is “Math enrichment class” ( 趣味数学 ) for young children at Chinese School (3-4 p.m. Sunday afternoon), and the other is “SAT improvement class” ( SAT 提高课 ) for children of 7th grade at CCC building.  The first class will demonstrate how mathematics touches, inspires, and guides our everyday life. It will stimulate and help our children develop their problem solving skills.  The second class was designed to help students review the mathematical rules and concepts encountered in standardized SAT tests, improve their success rate and raise their confidence level in taking the tests.

Arts and Crafts ( 手工艺术班 ) was well received in the CCC Summer Program.  Miss Lu Chen will teach 3 sessions from 3 to 4 pm in the coming fall: 1) Fun with Paper (纸的艺术及乐趣) (4 weeks, 9/10-10/1), you will learn art of origami (折纸艺术), Chinese paper-cut (中国剪纸) and making cards (自制卡片); 2) Braiding and Weaving (手工编织) (3 weeks, 10/15-10/29); and 3) Sculpey and Clayworks (彩泥塑象) (4 weeks, 11/12-12/10).  Children will have a lot of fun in this class and improve their brain-hand coordination skills.
