Participants:  Students in language class grade 4 and lower, CFL-C1, CFL-C2, CFL-A1, and CFL-A2 are encouraged to participate in.  Children in XQ1-1, XQ2-1 or 5th graders are also welcome to join.  Please contact your language teacher and ask for guidance if you want to participate.

Competition dates:  2-3 pm, 11/12/06 and 11/19/06, Auditorium of the Shaker Junior High School. 

Suggested topics: Short Chinese culture-related stories such as Chinese idiom stories, short Chinese history stories, Chinese riddle stories, Chinese ancient poems or children's folk songs (for young students), or anything learned from the Chinese language classes……   Please limit the presentation time within 3 minutes. 

Responsibility of the teacher:  Each teacher of the language class (<= 4th grade) will help their participating students in choosing a story or a topic; report 1)  the names of the participating students and 2) the selected story topics to the vice Principal, Shao Lin  before 10/29; advise students to prepare the presentation, arrange rehearsal, and send students to final competition.  To save time and to let more students have opportunities to participate, we encourage group presentations (limit to 5 minutes please)

Judge and award:  Three PTA representatives (without children who join this event) will be selected as judges.  The top three winners will be nominated to the CCC Chinese New Year Shows or Christmas Party in the Chinese School.  All participants will receive a small gift.
